 ‘The Chronicles’ -  a valuable historical record of the time

repentant soul’ are his literary works 

 ‘Colloquies in meditation’ is his spiritual writing  

 Penned ‘The martyrdom of Anastasia’ and ‘Testament of a loving 

Father’ written for the families 

 Authored ten eclogues or shepherd plays
